New Business

a) Aesthetic review and consideration for proposed exterior renovations for “Crossroads
Inn,” located at 440 Parkway, requested by Bud Ogle.

Staff presented the request for exterior renovations. Staff stated that the existing cream colored
wooden handrails will be replaced with green metal handrails. The Board asked if new wood
siding was being added to the building. Staff noted that that the rendering shows new wood
siding to be added to the building and asked the Board to consider the siding as part of the
renovation. After further discussion, Mr. Dan Booth made the motion to approve as presented.
The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Steve McKinney.

b) Aesthetic review and consideration for proposed exterior renovations for “Gatlinburg
Ziplines,” located at 125 Historic Nature Trail, requested by Trotter and Associates.

Staff presented the request for exterior renovations. Staff stated that the majority of the
renovations are to the front facade. Mr. Jay DeFoe was present and stated that the request
consists of adding timbers to the front of the building along with shake siding. Further, Mr.
DeFoe noted that the roof line of the building will be altered and the front of the building
reoriented to allow for better pedestrian flow in and out of the building. Mr. DeFoe noted that
the Municipal Board of Zoning Appeals granted a setback variance for the renovations in 2010.
After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made the motion to approve as presented. The motion
passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Steve McKinney.
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c) Aesthetic review and consideration for a proposed retail building, located at 1133
Parkway, requested by Trotter and Associates.

Staff presented the request for a new commercial building. Staff stated that the existing building
has been partially demolished and work will soon begin on the new building. Mr. DeFoe stated
that the footprint will be the same as the former building. Mr. DeFoe further stated that the new
building will have poplar bark siding, cedar siding with a semi-transparent stain to give portions
of the building a burnt red color, stone accents and columns, and a weathered corrugated metal
roof. Mr. Defoe added that the next item on the agenda will be renovated to have the same
aesthetic appearance. Staff passed out the renderings submitted for Item 6(D). After further
discussion, Mr. Dan Booth made the motion to approve as presented. The motion passed
unanimously after a second by Mr. Steve Reilly.

d) Aesthetic review and consideration for proposed exterior renovations for “Mountain
Market and Gateway Liquor,” located at 1125 and 1127 Parkway, requested by Trotter
and Associates.

Staff presented the request for exterior renovations. Mr. DeFoe continued with a brief overview
of the project. Mr. DeFoe stated that the existing Parkway Market and Liquor Store will be
renovated to aesthetically match the adjoining commercial building. Mr. DeFoe explained that
the existing siding will be removed and be replaced with gabled poplar bark vertical siding and
stone. Dr. DeFoe noted that the renovations are to give the building the appearance of an old
general store. After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made the motion to approve as
presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Mr. Steve McKinney. The
Board inquired about the landscaping for the project. Staff provided the Board with a copy of
the landscape plan for the entire project. The Board agreed that the renovations and landscaping
will enhance the property.

a) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Freestanding Sign) for “A Big
Chalet,” located at 1435 East Parkway, requested by Tony and Stacy Cole.

Staff presented the request for one freestanding sign. Staff stated that the sign would have orange
letters with a mountain/farm scene background. Staff stated that the applicant will be utilizing an
existing sign structure and noted that there is no internal or external lighting. The Board inquired
about the area below the sign and if there were any intentions to incorporate landscaping in that
area. Mr. and Mrs. Cole stated that a landscape contractor would be designing landscaping for
the property and for the area below the sign. After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made the
motion to approve as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Ron
Smith.

b) Aesthetic review and consideration for exterior renovations for “Hard Rock Café,”
located at 515 Parkway, requested by Nandi Intile.

Staff presented the request for the aesthetic review of the proposal to replace the existing logo
themed awnings with new awnings. Staff stated that the existing awnings contain logos and the
proposed awnings will be burgundy in color with no signage or logos. Staff also stated that the
request had not been reviewed for zoning compliance as it relates to any new awnings that are
proposed for the property. After further discussion, Mr. Ron Smith made the motion to approve
as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Steve Reilly.
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c) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Projecting Sign) for “Jigglin’
George’s,” located at 604 Parkway, Suite 2, requested by Dale Chapman.

Staff presented the request for one projecting sign. Staff stated that the sign consisted of black
vinyl letters applied to a white background. Staff further stated that Mr. Dale Chapman has
advised that the stark white background could be changed if the Board was dissatisfied with the
sign. Staff also stated that the sign is internally lit. The Board discussed the sign and agreed
that the stark white background should be changed to match the building exterior color which
they believed to be a light shade of gray. The Board also asked staff to speak with the lessee
about repairing the holes in the building due to an awning being taken down from the former
business. After further discussion, Mr. Steve McKinney made a motion to disapprove with a
recommendation that the background color be more complimentary of the buildings colors. The
motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Dan Booth.

d) Election of Officers

Vice Chairperson Webster called for the nominations for Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson of
the Board. Mr. Steve Reilly nominated Mr. Ken Webster for Chairperson and Mr. Ron Smith
seconded the nomination with all members voting aye. Mr. Ken Webster nominated Mr. Steve
McKinney for Vice-Chairperson. Mr. Dan Booth seconded the nomination with all members
voting aye.

The minutes of the January 27, 2011,
meeting, were unanimously approved after a motion by Mr. Ron Smith and a second by Mr.

New Business

a) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Freestanding Sign and 1 Wall Sign)
for “Smoky Mountain Real Estate Corporation,” and “Diamond Mountain Rentals,”
located at 239 East Parkway, requested by Mark Wolff.

Staff presented the request for one freestanding and one wall sign. Staff stated that the faces in
the existing freestanding sign were being replaced with Lexan panels and would be internally lit.
Staff also said that the wall sign dimensions have changed to a 4 foot by 6 foot sign, also
internally lit. Staff explained that the background would be white with tan shading and burgundy
letters outlined in white. After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made the motion to approve
as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Steve McKinney.

b) Aesthetic review and consideration for a proposed commercial project for “Value Auto,”
located at 1359 East Parkway, requested by Jim Woods.

Staff presented the request for a commercial project. The project architect, Mr. Deacon Jones,
gave a brief overview of the project. Mr. Jones stated that a glass door and windows with a
canopy would be added to the right side of the building facing Glades Road. Mr. Jones noted
that the colors would match the existing building colors, including a Rusty Oak. Mr. Jones
added that the canopy would be galvanized steel with a 14 %2 by 4 % ft bronze frame. Staff noted
that the property is zoned C-2 which would permit the auto sales. Further, staff noted that the
site plans shows existing parking spaces will be utilized on the side and in the rear. Mr. Jones
added there would be no spaces used on the front of the property. After further discussion, Mr.
Ron Smith made the motion to approve as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a
second by Mrs. JoAn Trentham.
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¢) Review and consideration for proposed signage (2 Wall Signs) for “Century 21,” located
at 209 East Parkway, Suites 2 and 3, requested by Deanna Dellinger.

Staff presented the request for two wall signs. Ms. Renee Stiles was present and stated that
locating a sign on the exterior office space was difficult because the two trees impede the vision
of the office space from East Parkway. Further, Ms. Stiles noted that there is limited wall space
because of windows and therefore one sign will be placed on the dormer of the building located
to the right of the offices if facing the building. Mrs. Stiles also added that the other sign would
be placed on the handrail 10 inches below the top and that both signs were internally lit. Staff
voiced concern regarding the proposed location of the signs and noted that there appeared to be a
conflict with the sign ordinance provisions related to off-premise signage in mall areas. The
Board then asked if they could go ahead and approve the signs. Staff stated that the Board could
review the signs for aesthetics but a further zoning assessment would be required to determine if
the signs could be placed in alternative locations. After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made
the motion to approve as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mrs.
JoAN Trentham.

Chairman Webster called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m. The minutes of the February 10,
2011, meeting was unanimously approved after a motion by Mr. Steve Reilly and a second by
Mr. Steve McKinney.

Staff Report

Petitions and Communications from the Public
Old Business

New Business

a) Aesthetic review and consideration for exterior renovations of a commercial building
located at 815 Parkway, requested by Wolfgang Partners.

Staff stated that this project was not ready to come before the Board. Mr. Steve Reilly made a
motion to remove this item from the agenda. The motion passed unanimously after a second by
Mr. Steve McKinney.

b) Aesthetic review and consideration of a proposed commercial building for “Five Oaks
Development,” located at 831 River Road, requested by Mike Smelcer.

Staff presented the request for a new commercial building. Mr. Mike Smelcer was present and
gave a brief overview of the project. Mr. Smelcer stated that wood and bark siding would be
used with mountain stone accents and a metal galvanized roof. Mr. Smelcer also noted that
wood post and beams would also be exposed on the exterior of the building. After further
discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made the motion to approve as presented. The motion passed
unanimously after a second by Mr. Ron Smith.
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c) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Wall Sign and 1 Freestanding Sign)
for “Best Italian Parkway,” located at 710 Parkway, requested by Southern Signs.

Staff presented the request for one wall sign and one freestanding sign. Staff stated that the
freestanding sign would be placed on the existing sign structure in the location of the previous
Brass Lantern sign. Mr. Randy Peach stated that the sign would not exceed beyond the boundary
of the previous sign. The Board inquired about the sign lighting and whether any of the proposed
LED lighting would be exposed on the exterior of the sign. Mr. Peach stated that the fluorescent
tubing would not be exposed but on the interior of the sign. The Board also asked about the sign
dimension. Mr. Peach stated that the rectangle part of the sign is flat and that the LED section
will be mounted onto the face behind plexiglass. Mr. Peach also confirmed that the freestanding
sign was a two sided sign. Mr. Peach added that the logo with LED lighting would be single
faced and placed in the gable portion of the building.  After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly
made the motion to approve as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr.
Ron Smith.

d) Aesthetic review and consideration for an addition at “Morning Mist Galleries,” located
at 601 Glades Road, requested by Jeff Ayers.

Staff presented the request for a proposed 6 by 10* addition to Morning Mist Galleries. Mr. Jeff
Ayers was present and stated that the addition would be wood frame with 4 windows and a shed
roof that would be lower than the existing roof. Mr. Ayers also noted that the materials and
colors would match the existing color scheme of the Gallery. The Board asked if the windows
would open from the outside. Mr. Ayers responded that the windows will be stationary and that
access to the shop space would be from the inside only. The Board asked if any parking spaces
or sidewalk would be lost as a result of the addition. Mr. Don Gibson was present and stated that
no parking spaces or sidewalk areas would be taken away and that the addition would be added
where there is presently a stone planter. After further discussion, Mr. Steve McKinney made the
motion to approve as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Ron
Smith.

e) Aesthetic review and consideration for exterior renovations to “Edy’s Ice Cream,”
located at 754 Parkway, requested by PravinVazirani.

Staff presented the request and noted that the proposal involves repainting of the existing
structure. Mr. Pravin Vazirani was present and presented color swatches reflecting lavender and
rose for the building color and trim. Mr. Pravin Vazirani stated that he did not feel like the
current color scheme was very appealing to patrons. Staff reminded the Board that the
Architectural Guidelines recommended the use of more neutral, earth-tone colors rather than the
proposed pastels. The Board stated that their preferences for building colors are more in keeping
with the colors referenced in the Architectural Guidelines and that the colors being presented on
this request did not conform to the guidelines. Mr. Pravin Vazirani was present and asked if he
could repaint the building the same colors as used before- being tan with brown trim. The Board
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and staff confirmed that the building could be repainted using the current color schemes. The
Board asked him if he would like to think about it and bring another request to the Board. Staff
reminded him of the deadline for submitting new renderings. After further discussion, Mr. Steve
Reilly made a motion to table the request to provide Mr. Vazirani additional time to research the
matter. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Steve McKinney.

f) Review and consideration for (1 Projecting Sign and 1 Wall Sign) for “Edy’s Ice Cream,”
located at 754 Parkway, requested by PravinVazirani.

Staff presented the request for one projecting sign and one wall sign. The Board asked about the
other 4 signs on the renderings. Staff stated that these were incidental signs. The Board noted
that there appeared to be redundancy in the business sign and the incidental signs and asked Mr.
Vazirani if he could consider removing the duplications. The Board suggested to Mr. Vazirani
that he consider keeping the existing wooden business sign and add the new incidental signs by
chain below the sign. The Board inquired if the sign height could be increased to accommodate
the additional signs. Staff pointed out that the sign cannot be more than 25 feet in height and
must have at least a 9 foot clearance over the pedestrian walkway. The Board also asked if wall
signs could be placed on the wall to the right of the door. Mr. Vazirani replied no because the
pedestrians walking down the street in a northerly direction could not see the signs. After further
discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made a motion to table the request until Mr. Vazirani could decide
on sign placement and more subtle colors that were keeping with the Architectural Guidelines.
The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Steve McKinney

Unscheduled Items

The Board inquired about “stiff drink” signs hanging at Howard’s Restaurant and the large sign
at “A Big Chalet.”

Chairperson Webster called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m. The minutes, of the March 10,
2011, meeting were unanimously approved after a motion by Mr. Ron Smith and a second by
Mr. Steve Reilly.

Old Business

Per the Boards request, staff presented new renderings submitted by “The Mellow Mushroom.”
New Business

a) Review and consideration for signage (1 Freestanding Sign and 1 Wall Sign) for
“Gatlinburg’s Best,” located at 963 Parkway, requested by Ratna Bulchandani.

Staff presented the request for one freestanding Sign and 1 Wall Sign. Staff stated that the wall
sign would be placed over the door and the freestanding sign would be placed in the existing
structure. The Board inquired about the materials being used. Mr. and Mrs. Bulchandani were
present and stated that the freestanding sign would be wood and vinyl letters would be placed on
the existing canvas above the door. The Board asked if the two signs would match. The
Bulchandani’s explained that when printed, out the colors were not accurate and presented the
Board with 2 new drawings depicting the freestanding signs background to be orange. The Board
asked if the trees were going to be placed on the canopy as presented on the first rendering
submitted. ???? Staff stated that existing external lighting would be used. After further
discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made a motion to disapprove with a recommendation to use a tan
earthtone background with dark brown letters. The Balchandani’s agreed with the
recommendation. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mrs. B.J. Byars.



b) Review and consideration for signage (1 Freestanding Sign and 2 Wall Signs) for
“Smoky Mountain Yogurt,” located at 411 Parkway, requested by Oliver Morton.

Staff presented the request for one freestanding sign and two wall signs. Staff stated that the
applicant was not ready to come before the Board at this time. Mr. Steve McKinney made a
motion to remove the item. Mrs. JoAn Trentham seconded the motion with all members voting
aye.

c) Aesthetic review and consideration for exterior renovations for “Smoky Mountain
Yogurt,” located at 411 Parkway, requested by Oliver Morton.

Staff presented the request for exterior renovations. Staff stated that the item was on the last
agenda to paint the building Island Palm green with Moonrise cream trim. Mr. Oliver Morton
was present and provided the Board with a new color scheme of Wildflower purple with
Moonrise cream trim. The Board asked if this was the color that it is presently. Mr. Morton
replied. Yes. The Board then stated that these were not mountain or natural colors. The Board
then asked about the color and material of the roof. Mr. Morton stated that the roof is brownish
shingles. Mr. Morton added that he painted a portion of the building green and that it blended in
with the surroundings and was not noticeable and that his partner did not think the green would
help their business stand out. Mr. Morton added that he is taking a risk opening a business on this
dead end of town and really needs to market his business with these standout colors. The Board
then asked about the signage. Mr. Morton stated that he would be getting schematics tomorrow
and that the signs would have a white background with black letters and a graphic depicting a
frozen yogurt. Mr. Morton also stated that there were several other businesses in town that had
bright colors. The Board stated that they were approved prior to the Architectural guidelines
being passed about a year ago. The Board added that they want to work with everyone but that
they must recommend to tone down colors and to follow the guidelines that were approved by
the Chamber of Commerce and the Board of Commission to stay with neutrals and earthtones.
After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made a motion to disapprove the request as presented.
The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mrs. JOAn Trentham.

d) Aesthetic review and consideration for exterior renovations for “Twin Creeks R.V.
Park,” located at 1202 East Parkway, requested by Duffy Nelson.

Staff presented the request for exterior renovations. Staff stated that Mr. Nelson presented this
request at the last meeting as an unscheduled item to replace the existing brown shingles on the
office, garage, and pool building with a green dimensional asphalt shingle. The Board stated that
the renovations looked good. After further discussion, Mr. Ron Smith made the motion to
approve as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Steve McKinney.

e) Aesthetic review and consideration for exterior renovations for “Old Smoky Distillery,”
located at 903 Parkway, requested by John Lulich.

Staff presented the request for exterior renovations. Mr. Joe Baker was present and gave a brief
overview of the renovations. Mr. Baker stated that their concept was to reflect what you might
have found in Gatlinburg one hundred years ago and to make the strip mall to have an old village
feel.. Mr. Baker added that barn wood would be used taken from old barns that had been torn
down. The Board inquired about the awnings. Mr. Baker stated that they were rusted tin and also
taken from the old barns Mr. Baker also stated that the garage doors would be used but not on the
Parkway side only inside the mall. Mr. Baker explained that the doors would be open from 8
a.m. to midnight during normal business hours. Mr. Baker noted their concept was to give the
area an open air, old general store, small village type atmosphere. Staff asked if the fountain was
to remain. Mr. Baker stated yes, but that the stage would be flush against it. Mr. John Lulich



added that the handrails would be raised to 30 inches high. The Board asked about the existing
planter and Mr. Baker replied, “It too, will have barn wood applied.” After further discussion,
Mr. Steve McKinney made the motion to approve as presented. The motion passed unanimously
after a second by Mrs. B.J. Byars.

f) Review and consideration for signage (2 Freestanding Signs) for “Old Smoky Moonshine
Holler,” located at 903 Parkway, requested by John Lulich.

Staff presented the request for two freestanding signs. Staff passed out new renderings depicting
rusted metal roofing, a barn wood background with white acrylic cut out letters that are backlit.
The rendering also shows the Parkway sign will have copper piping with running water
reciprocating into a barrel within the existing planter. Both signs have a white plastic reader
board and arrow shaped white background with black “parking” signs. Mr. Joe Baker noted that
the proposed signs would not increase, but decrease in size. Mr. Baker also stated that he had
only received the new drawings today and was not fond of the plastic Reader Board because it
did not fit their Village or Holler concept and that it would probably not be used and possibly
done away with altogether. Mr. Steve McKinney made a motion to disapprove with a
recommendation to remove the reader board, then changed his mind and made the motion to
approve as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Steve Reilly.

g) Aesthetic review and consideration for exterior renovations for “Shade Tree Parking
Lot,” located at 120 Historic Nature Trail, requested by Trotter & Associates.

Staff presented the request for exterior renovations. Staff stated that the existing ticket booth has
tan vinyl siding and a green shingled roof. Staff stated that cedar siding, stained natural, would
replace the vinyl siding and a cedar shake roof painted hunter green would replace the asphalt
shingles. After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made the motion to approve as presented.
The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Steve McKinney.

Chairperson Webster called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m. The minutes, of the March 24,
2011, meeting, were unanimously approved after a motion by Mr. Steve Reilly and a second by
Mr. Ron Smith.

Staff Report
Petitions and Communications from the Public
Old Business

a) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Projecting Sign) for “Edy’s Ice
Cream,” located at 754 Parkway, requested by Pravin Vazirani.

Staff presented the request for one projecting sign. Staff stated that the sign would be hung from
the projecting sign as recommended by the Board at the last meeting. The Board asked about the
colors of the sign. After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made a motion to table the item
until a colored drawing depicting the true colors could be submitted and the height conformity
could be checked by staff. Mrs. JoAn Trentham seconded the motion with all members voting
aye.

New Business
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a) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Freestanding Sign and 1 Wall Sign)
for “Mountains Photos and Electronics,” located at 329 Historic Nature Trail, requested by
Stephen Weiner.

Staff presented the request for one freestanding sign and one wall sign. Staff stated that the
proposed signage would replace the former business sign on the existing freestanding structure.
Staff noted however, that the product signs would have to be eliminated from the freestanding
sign. The Board asked if the name of the business would be on both signs. Mr. Stephen Weiner
was present and stated yes it would and that he did not realize that the rendering did not depict
this. The Board also asked if stark white would be used. Mr. Weiner replied that cream would be
used instead. The Board also asked why “Sony” was so pronounced. Mr. Weiner explained that
the name “Sony” lets customers know that his business is electronics. After further discussion,
Mr. Steve Reilly made a motion to disapprove the freestanding sign with a recommendation that
the product names/logos be removed and replaced by the business name, leaving the four
graphics and matching the background colors on both signs. Mr. Reilly then made a motion to
disapprove the wall sign with a recommendation to change the background color from white to
cream as well as the welcome sign. Mr. Weiner agreed to the recommendations and will submit a
new drawing of the signs with the changes. Mrs. JoAn Trentham seconded the motion with all
members voting aye.

b) Aesthetic review and consideration for exterior renovations for “Grand Prix Motel,”
located at 235 Ski Mountain Road , requested by Stephen Koon.

Staff presented the request for exterior renovations. Staff stated that the existing brownish
shingles would be replaced by Hunter Green architectural 3-D shingles. Mr. Steve Reilly made a
motion to approve as presented. Mr. Ron Smith seconded the motion with all members voting
aye.

*c) Review and consideration for proposed signage (2 Freestanding Signs) for “Old Creek
Lodge,” located at 680 River Road, requested by David Thomas.

Staff presented the request for two freestanding signs. Staff stated that the sign faces at both
entrances would be changed out to reflect a dark blue background with cream letters, trimmed in
wood, with mountain themed super graphics, and be internally lit. After further discussion, Mr.
Ron Smith made a motion to approve as presented. Mr. Steve Reilly seconded the motion with
all members voting aye.

d) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Wall Sign and 1 Mall Directory Sign)
for “Great Rustic Furniture Co.,” located at 446 East Parkway, requested by DeWayne
Wilson.

Staff presented the request for one wall sign and one mall directory sign. Staff stated that the
wall sign would be placed below the front gable of the roof. Staff also stated that the name of
the business would be placed on the mall directory sign and not the “log beds” sign as shown on
the rendering. Mr. DeWayne Wilson was present and stated that the signs would be made of
painted MBO Board. The Board also asked Mr. Wilson if he would make sure the whites are the
same and the wood grain colors. After further discussion, Mrs. JoAn Trentham made a motion to
approve as presented. Mr. Steve Reilly seconded the motion with all members voting aye.
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e) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Mall Directory Sign, 2 Wall Signs, 1
Changeable Copy Marquee, and 2 Super graphics) for “Carousel Gardens,” located at 458
Parkway, requested by DeWayne Wilson.

Staff presented the request for one mall directory sign, two wall signs, one changeable copy
marquee, and two super graphics. Staff stated that the surface of the letters were to be repainted
on the wall signs. Staff stated that the changeable copy marquee would be on the Hw321 side
and be externally lit. The board asked if the sign would be internally lit and Mr. Wilson replied
no, that he preferred it to be externally lit. Mr. Wilson stated that the horse would be painted the
bright colors it was before, matching the colors on the wall signs. Mr. Wilson stated that the
directory signs would be routed and plaquered. The Board asked if he would be coming back to
the board for the tenant signs. Mr. Wilson stated that each individual would be responsible for its
own signs. The Board asked Mr. Wilson to make sure that the tenants’ signs all match and to
tone down the red and make sure that the reds match. The Board inquired about the channel
letters. Mr. Wilson said the metal letters have neon and are halo lit with a 3-D surface. After
further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made a motion to approve with a recommendation to make
sure the red is dull and not obtuse and that the colors on the horse return to the original colors.
Mrs. JoAn Trentham seconded the motion with all members voting aye.

f) Aesthetic review and consideration for exterior renovations for “The Shops at
Gatlinburg,” located at 815 Parkway, Suites 3 and 4, requested by Wolfgang Partners.

Staff presented the request for exterior renovations. Staff stated that the proposed renovations
would make the building look like a barn front. The Board asked if the stone would be removed.
Mr. Jay Ogle was present and stated yes. The Board then inquired about if the counter would
have open space. Mr. Ogle stated that it would have a roll down door that looks like a barn door
with white trim when closed. The Board asked about the red trim on the side. Mr. Ogle stated
that its actually brown, with cedar siding, red stain with white trim and a galvanized metal roof
to look like an actual barn. After further discussion, Mrs. JoAn Trentham made a motion to
approve with a recommendation to tone down the red and that the roll-down door looks like a
barn door and not a garage door. Mr. Steve Reilly seconded the motion with all members voting
aye.

g) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Wall Sign and 1 Freestanding Sign)
for “Paula Mae’s Bakery,” located at 801 Glades Road, requested by Paula Lancaster.

Staff presented the request for one wall sign and one freestanding sign. Staff stated that both
signs would be like the rendering submitted. The Board asked if the letters were black. Mrs.
Paula Lancaster was present and stated that the wooden sign would have cream letters with a
moss green background. The Board asked if the freestanding sign was two-sided. Mrs. Lancaster
replied yes. After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made a motion to approve as presented.
Mr. Ron Smith seconded the motion with all members voting aye.
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h) Aesthetic review and consideration for “Town Center Parking Lot,” located at 407 River
Road, requested by Chad Kennedy.

Staff presented the request for a new parking lot. Staff stated that the office of the Edgepark
Whaley Motel would become the new office for the pay parking lot that would be accessed from
River Road. The Board asked about landscaping. Staff stated several items were lacking and
staff noted that this item is on the upcoming Planning Commission agenda. Mr. Steve Reilly
made a motion to table the request until more information is submitted. Mrs. JoAn Trentham
seconded the motion with all members voting aye.

i) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Freestanding Sign) for “Ely’s Mill,”
located at 393 Roaring Fork Road, requested by Ruth Wellborn.

Staff presented the request for one freestanding sign. Staff asked the sign maker how far back
from the public right-of-way the sign was. Mr. Fred Chambers was present and stated it was 15
feet back. The Board asked what the sign is made of. Mr. Chamber stated that the sign would be
wooden and have off white letters set in black. Mr. Ron Smith made a motion to approve as
presented. Mr. Steve Reilly seconded the motion with all members voting aye.

J) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Mall Directory Sign) for “Marketplace
Mall,” located at 651 Parkway, requested by Zank.

Staff presented the request for one mall directory sign. Zank was present and stated that the sign
would be three-sided with cast metal plaques, a map listing tenants’, a menu, and steel lattice on
the back side for plants with a glass top. Staff stated that menu signs are usually right in front of
the restaurant and that product/info signs are only allowed on wall signs. After further discussion
Mrs. JoAn Trentham made a motion to approve was presented. Mr. Ron Smith seconded the
motion with all members voting aye.

k) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Wall Sign) for “Burg Coffees,”
located at 716 Parkway, Shop 107, requested by Lenka Kooch.

Staff presented the request for one wall sign. Staff stated that the letters would actually be placed
on the coffee cup but were drawn separate to show the detail of the letters. Staff stated that the
cup would be tan, with ivory highlights, the liquid, a dark brown, and the steam, gray. Staff
asked if the dots were painted on, not lit. Mr. Jeff Kooch was present and stated yes. The Board
asked Mr. Kooch to tone down the red. Mr. Kooch agreed. After further discussion, Mr. Steve
Reilly made a motion to approve as presented. Mrs. JoAn Trentham seconded the motion with all
members voting aye.

Unscheduled Items

Mr. Randy Holland asked for the Boards opinion on some modifications to the “Old Smoky
Moonshine Holler,” sign that was approved at the last meeting. Mr. Holland stated that their
grand opening would be on the weekend following the next EDRB meeting. Mr. Holland added
that it was imperative to get the sign approved and in production as soon as possible. Mr.
Holland explained that instead of using the rusted metal they would like to use oxidized copper,
and that the background would be Gatlinburg Blue with white copy and the letters would be
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larger. Mr. Holland added that the arrow would also be blue. Mr. Holland also stated that the
steel poles would have a computer generated graphic to make them look like barnwood. Mr.
Holland further stated that the 3 x 10 changeable copy marquee had been removed except for one
line for letters was left. The Board asked about the landscaping. Mr. Holland replied that it
would be the same as approved previously. After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly advised
Mr. Holland that the request would have to be formally approved at the next meeting.

Adjournment

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was unanimously
adjourned at 2:36 p.m., after a motion by Mr. Steve Reilly and a second by Mr. Ron Smith.

Vice Chairperson McKinney called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m. The minutes of the April
14, 2011, meeting, were unanimously approved after a motion by Mr. Ron Smith and a second
by Mr. Steve Reilly.

Staff Report
Petitions and Communications from the Public
Old Business

a) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Projecting Sign) for “Edy’s Ice
Cream,” located at 754 Parkway, requested by Pravin Vazirani.
The item remained tabled due to the lack of any new information pertaining to the sign.

New Business

a) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Freestanding Sign) for “Luxury
Cabin Rentals of Gatlinburg,” located at 431 Parkway, requested by Ricki Landers.

Mr. Patrick Landers was present and stated that the two sided sign would be placed between the
existing wooden sign posts and that the sign would be lit from the exterior. The Board asked
about sign materials and location. Mr. Landers stated that it was made of Styrofoam and noted
the sign location.  After further discussion, Mr. Dan Booth made the motion to approve as
presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Steve Reilly.
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b) Review and consideration for proposed signage (2 Freestanding Mall Signs) for “Old
Smoky Moonshine Holler,” located at 903 Parkway, requested by Snyder Signs.

Staff presented the request for two freestanding mall signs. Staff stated that the signs consist of a
wooden “barn wood” background cutout to permit the projection of a plastic face material. The
Board inquired about the lighting of the sign. Mrs. Denise Hensley was present and stated that
the sign was internally lit. The Board inquired about the choice to use blue on the parking sign.
Mrs. Hensley explained that it was to create contrast in order to draw attention to the parking lot.
Mrs. Hensley added that the poles would be covered with a digital print covering to simulate
barn wood. After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made a motion to disapprove with a
recommendation to use the same colors on the parking sign as the business sign. Mrs. Hensley
agreed with the recommendation. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Mr.
Ron Smith.

c) Aesthetic review and consideration for exterior renovations for “Discount Cigarettes &
Beer,” located at 1357 East Parkway, Suite 1, requested by Jim Woods.

Staff presented the request for exterior renovations. Staff stated that a sliding window would be
added to the end of the building for a drive-thru. Staff also stated that an incidental sign
consisting of an arrow with the words “drive thru” would be painted on the building over the
window. Staff added that the business sign would be relocated on the building and because it
involved a sign relocation, the Board’s approval was not needed for the existing sign. Mr. Jim
Woods was present and added that the sign would be moved about 15 feet from its current
location on the building. After further discussion, Mr. Ron Smith made the motion to approve as
presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mrs. JoAn Trentham.

d) Aesthetic Review and consideration for exterior renovations for “Dunkin’ Donuts,”
located at 812 Parkway, Suite 106, requested by Conner Family Properties.

Staff presented the request for exterior renovations. Mr. Jim Sewell was present and stated that
the corporate colors would be used like the “Dunkin’® Donuts” in Sevierville. After further
discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made the motion to approve as presented. The motion passed
unanimously after a second by Mr. Ron Smith.

e) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Wall Sign and 1 Projecting Sign) for
“Dunkin’ Donuts,” located at 812 Parkway, Suite 106, requested by Conner Family
Properties.

Staff presented the request for one wall sign and one projecting sign. Staff stated that the flat sign
would be placed on the building and the projecting sign would be perpendicular the building
facing Parkway. Mr. Jim Sewell was present and stated that currently “Burger King” has three
signs and only two signs are being proposed using the corporate logo and colors. After further
discussion, Mrs. JoAn Trentham made the motion to approve as presented. The motion passed
unanimously after a second by Mr. Dan Booth.
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f) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Wall Sign) for “Great Smoky
Mountain D-Lite Candles,” located at 170 Glades Road, Suite 2, requested by John Devore.
Staff presented the request for one wall sign. Staff stated that the sign would be placed flat on the
building. Mr. John Devore was present and stated that the business was located between “Glass
Illusions” and the “Antique Shop.” The Board noted that the color scheme matched the other
signage in the Smoky Mountain Arts and Crafts Village. Mr. Devore added that the forest green
raised letters would be placed on a white background. After further discussion, Mr. Dan Booth
made the motion to approve as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr.
Ron Smith.

g) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Freestanding Sign) for “Mr. Capelli’s
Buffet City,” located at 815 East Parkway, Suite 1, requested by John Henry.

Staff presented the request for one freestanding sign. Staff stated that the sign would be located
in the upper panel of the existing freestanding directory sign at Village East Complex. Staff
added that sign face material would be plastic and internally illuminated. Mr. Jeff Henry was
present and noted that the colors of the sign were consistent with other signs in the directory.
After further discussion, Mr. Ron Smith made the motion to approve as presented. The motion
passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Steve Reilly.

h) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Mall Directory Sign) for “A-1
Tattoos,” located at 815 East Parkway, Suite 6, requested by Victoria Kanady.

Staff presented the request for a new sign face panel to be placed in an existing mall directory
sign. Staff stated that the business is located in the Village East Complex on East Parkway. Staff
stated that the sign face consists of a plastic material with a white background and black and red
letters. Mr. Lonnie Duncan was present to represent the item and answer questions of the Board.
After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made the motion to approve as presented. The motion
passed unanimously after a second by Mrs. JoAn Trentham.

i) Aesthetic review and consideration for exterior renovations for “Reagan’s Grill,” and
“East Bend Automotive,” located at 103 Mill’s Park Road, requested by Ron Holmes.

Staff introduced the request for exterior renovations. Staff explained that that the request consists
of three dormers being added to the roof system with two dormers on the front facing East
Parkway and one on the back of the building. Mr. Ron Holmes was present and added that the
dormers were needed to create additional area for and upstairs apartment. Staff added that log
siding would be placed where T-111 is now located on the building. The Board inquired about
the roof color and materials. Mr. Ron Holmes explained that a “barn red” metal roof was being
proposed for the new roof. After further discussion, Mr. Ron Smith made the motion to approve
as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Dan Booth.
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J) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Freestanding Sign and 1 Wall Sign)
for “Reagan’s Grill,” located at 103 Mill’s Park Road, requested by Ron Holmes.

Staff presented the request for one freestanding sign and one wall sign. Staff noted that the
freestanding sign was an existing sign structure located on the State Right-of-Way. Staff
explained that Mr. Holmes had been advised that written permission would be required from the
Tennessee Department of Transportation (TDOT) to replace the sign faces on the sign structure
before a permit could be issued by the City. Staff further noted that the wall sign consisted of
individual lettering applied to the wall in the location of the previous business signs. Mr. Ron
Holmes stated that the letters for the freestanding sign would be red vinyl and the wall sign
would be Styrofoam letters. Staff noted that the letter fonts for all signs would be a block style
design. The Board inquired about the lighting for the freestanding sign. Mr. Holmes verified
that external lighting would be used to illuminate the sign. After further discussion, Mr. Steve
Reilly made the motion to approve as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second
by Mr. Ron Smith.

k) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Freestanding Sign and 1 Wall Sign)
for “East Bend Auto,” located at 103 Mill’s Park Road, requested by Ron Holmes.

Staff presented the request for one freestanding sign and one wall sign. Staff stated that the
request is similar to the previous agenda item. Mr. Ron Holmes stated that the freestanding sign
would have a white background with red letters and be two sided. Mr. Holmes added that the
wall sign would be vinyl block style foam letters. The Board inquired about landscaping around
the base of the sign. Mr. Holmes stated that landscaping materials consistent with the adjoining
right-of-way would be planted at the sign base. The Board also asked if the proposed red colors
would all match. Mr. Holmes verified that the colors would be the same for both businesses.
After further discussion, Mr. Dan Booth made the motion to approve as presented. The motion
passed unanimously after a second by Mrs. JoAn Trentham.

I) Aesthetic review and consideration for a proposed Press Box at “Mill’s Park,” located on
Mill’s Park Road, requested by the Recreation Department.

Staff presented the request for a new building at Mill’s Park. Mr. Marty Nicely was present and
stated that the current press box was built in 1979 and sets on 4 telephone poles. Mr. Nicely
stated that Mike Smelcer was the architect and added that the building would match the existing
Football Boosters Building and the Concessions Stand. Mr. Nicely further stated that the
recycled stone from the old Mill’s Auditorium was being used for the masonry work and that the
building would have a grey metal roof. After further discussion, Mrs. JOAn Trentham made the
motion to approve as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Dan
Booth.
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Unscheduled Items

The Board asked about an agenda item from the last meeting regarding a “honey” product sign at
Ely’s Mill. Staff stated that product and information signs cannot be on freestanding signs only
on wall signs. The Board then inquired about the freestanding sign on Historic Nature Trail for
“Mountain Photos and Electronics” which contains the word “Sony”. Staff explained that they
have been advised to remove the product and information signs from the freestanding sign. The
Board also asked about products signs on the Nantahala Outdoor Center freestanding sign. Staff
stated that they were not aware of this and that all these matters would be discussed with the
Deputy Building Official.

Mr. Ogle
also explained that in an effort to address the concerns of the exterior color of the building,
research had been conducted of buildings in the area, noting that some are painted and some are
stained. Mr. Ogle presented the Board with photos of alternative colors used in other locations of
the City noting that the request is to repaint the building utilizing a flat red color to make it
appear more rustic. Mr. Ogle added that the building was currently painted with gloss paint
which further added to the brightness of the current color and aesthetic appearance. Mr. Ogle
added that they would proposed to use an off white or beige for the trim color. Mr. McKinney
inquired if the proposed and existing roll down doors could be painted to match the proposed
building color. Mr. Ogle noted that due to the painting processes involved, the existing door
would most likely not be able to be changed to match if the new door was made to match the
building. The Board inquired about the business hours. Mr. Ogle replied that the summer
operating hours were 9:00 am until midnight but otherwise the business closed by 11:00 pm.
The Board then noted that the doors would not be seen three quarters of the time. Mr. Ogle
stated that the metal would be the door material.

Mr. Steve Reilly made a motion to approve the climbers and
disapprove the other ornate objects. Mr. Bacon asked if the raft could be placed somewhere else
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such as in the front archway or grassy area and bring it in and out from the store daily. The
Board suggested the rafts be placed in a landscape area with stone and an anchor. The Board
questioned if the object could be brought in and out? Staff stated that it needed to be stationary
and not portable. The Board further discussed the ordinance requirements pertaining to ornate
objects. Staff added that the review by Board was to determine if the proposed objects were
aesthetically in keeping with the building and surrounding area aesthetics and to ensure no text,
language was being placed on the items.

Board also inquired about sign permits for the Carousel Mall and Camera Shop.

Old Business

a) Review and consideration for exterior renovations for “Sweet Frog Premium Frozen
Yogurt,” located at 942 Parkway, requested by Mike Williams.

Staff presented the request for exterior renovations. Staff stated that Mr. Mike Williams was
present and would explain the changes. Mr. Williams stated that after reviewing the
Architectural Guidelines, the roof would be a Haitian Flower with brown trim and if budget
allowed the building would be painted cream white. The Board stated that a cream or off white is
preferred. Mr. Williams stated that the green marble panels outside of the windows would be a
Mossy Green. The Board inquired about the grout color. Mr. Williams stated brown and the
Board suggested a tan or cream color. Mr. Williams stated that the sign pole is currently painted
white and that he would like to paint it brown. After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made a
motion to disapprove with a recommendation that the trim match the “Haitian Flower” color of
the roof and the tile be grouted a cream color to match the building. The motion passed
unanimously after a second by Mrs. B.J. Byars.

New Business
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a) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Freestanding Sign) for “Gatlin Ridge
Wedding Chapel,” located at 575 Proffitt Road, requested by Sharon Adams.

Staff presented the request for one freestanding sign. Ms. Sharon Adams was present and stated
that the corkboard sign would be affixed to the existing wood structure. Ms. Adams stated that
the sign would have a grey background with white letters trimmed in black, and a black border.
Ms. Adams stated that the words “Gatlin Ridge” would be blue and trimmed in yellow. The
Board asked if any landscaping would be place beneath the sign. Ms. Adams verified that
landscaping would be used below and around the sign. The Board also inquired about lighting
for the sign. Ms. Adams stated that exterior solar lighting would be used for the sign. The Board
reminded Ms. Adams that for future references that signs should not be installed prior to a
review and approval from the Board. After further discussion, Mr. Steve McKinney made the
motion to approve as presented. The motion passed unanimously after a second by Mr. Steve
Reilly.

b) Review and consideration for proposed signage (2 Wall Signs, 1 Projecting Sign and 1
Freestanding Sign) for “Thistle Dew Nicely,” located at 766 Parkway, requested by Charles
Moncrief.

Staff presented the request for two wall signs, one projecting sign and one freestanding sign.
Staff stated that the wall signs would be wood in relief and that the individual letters would be
raised wood. Staff stated that the freestanding sign would be poly carbonate with vinyl graphics
and back lit. The Board stated that the blue letters appeared to be neon blue. After further
discussion, Mrs. B.J. Byars made a motion to disapprove with a recommendation that a darker
blue be used for the “Dew Nicely,” letters. The motion passed unanimously after a second by
Mr. Steve Reilly.

c) Review and consideration for proposed signage (1 Freestanding Sign) for “Sweet Frog
Premium Frozen Yogurt,” located at 942 Parkway, requested by Mike Williams.

Staff presented the request for one freestanding sign. Mr. Mike Williams was present and stated
that the sign would have a changeable copy marquee and that the cabinet would be a Haitian
Flower Red. Mr. Williams also stated that the pole would be painted brown or cream to match
the building. After further discussion, Mr. Steve Reilly made the motion to approve as presented
with the trim on the sign the same as the roof color previously approved on item 5 (a). The
motion passed unanimously after a second by Mrs. B.J. Byars.
